Minister with regard to the fall of Customs revenue collection in November, 2005 as compared
to the earlier months.€ The Finance Minister has desired that a 20% growth rate for the budget
estimates should be achieved during December, 2005.€¢0 The Board has directed that the

following measure should be taken in this regard:

i)€€ Daily monitoring of assessment to ensure payment of duty.
